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The story of the incarnation of Christ in Jesus, in the manger at Bethlehem, is a spiritual story with a spiri-
tual teaching to convey.  The manger represents human frailty, limitation and lack. 
Into this humanness, Christ is born and will grow and mature and become a great Light to all people.  
The story is meant to teach us that we can have hope of unveiling the true Christ nature within us, even if 
we are keenly aware of our limitations.  The Christ Presence has the Power to overcome limiting circum-
stances in the outer world. 
 
This theme is cogently presented by the great Truth teacher, Emmet Fox, in an essay which is so timely 
when we look ahead to the New Year and think about what we would like to achieve.  This essay is one of 
my favorites, and I would like to share it with you. The ñcarnal mindò means the belief that evil is a power; 
a belief that there is something which can oppose God.  ñConditionsò means appearances in the outer 
world.  Following the custom of the time Dr. Fox referred to God as ñHe,ò while realizing God is neither 
male nor female. 
 

God Knows No ñConditionsò 
 

ñGod is not concerned with conditions. The unchangeable fact is that God has all power, and can bring 
harmony and healing out of any condition at any time and in any place. He is outside of time, and space, 
and the carnal mind. 
 
 It makes no difference to God how long a certain difficulty has lasted.  It makes no difference how 
much seeming opposition there is to overcome - God is not concerned with conditions. 
 
 God does not have to prepare now, to bring something about next year; nor is He unable to do 
something now, because He omitted to do something else last year.  God can do anything, anywhere, at 
any time, without reference to anything or anyone else. 
 
 Our carnal minds are always putting difficulties in the way of demonstration.  We say ñtoo late,ò 
or ñtoo soon,ò or ñtoo far,ò or ñtoo near,ò  or òtoo much,ò or ñnot enough,ò and so kill our demonstration;  but 
all this is carnal mind thinking, and has nothing to do with God. 
 
 Determine today that you will demonstrate health, happiness, and true success, by realizing that 
God is working in and through you to bring these things about; and do not, for a single second, allow the 
carnal mind to tell you that it cannot be done. It can be done; and if you mean business, it will. 
 
 God is not concerned with conditions, and if you refuse to let them inhibit your thought, they can-
not prevent your demonstration.
